¥+” thick for Ancestral, Casa and Medieval doors.

DRAWER HEADS
5-piece type with %" x 12" frames with flat or raised panels to match doors.

EXPOSED ENDS
Finished melamine ends to match doors.

M.D.E. or wood to match finish doors.
